On behalf of the Saudi Fund for Development, it is an honor for me to stand before you today

and make these remarks.

I would just like to give you a brief overview of development finance in the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia, which has been providing development assistance through the Saudi Fund for
Development (SFD) for over 49 years. The SFD has financed more than 800 projects in over 100

countries totaling above USD 20 billion, regardless of their ethnicity, beliefs or political agenda.

We are proud members of the development finance community and true partners with our

beneficiary countries, — most of which are in Africa and Asia.

As we know, the deadline for the 2030 Sustainable Development Goals is fast approaching, but

many countries are not on track to achieve them.

AtSFD, we are working to supportinitiatives that benefit more than one sector. We do this based
on the principle that it is better to spend a dollar on an initiative that benefits more than two

sectors than a dollar on each individual project.

Our top five priorities for 2024, on which we will focus our efforts and financial resources for the
future, are therefore: food security, clean energy, climate action, water security and
digitalization With this integrated approach, we aim to leverage the synergies and

interdependencies of these areas to increase our impact on sustainable and inclusive growth.

For example, our efforts in financing clean energy projects not only serve to directly combat
climate change, but also to support sustainable agriculture in order to achieve food security and

improve water management.




Digitalization forms the backbone of these sectors, enabling smarter, more efficient solutions -
from precision agriculture to renewable energy management. This integrated strategy
underscores our belief in the power of synergy — how progress in one area can trigger benefits

in several others to promote a more sustainable, resilient and equitable world.

Finally, we encourage borrowing countries to submit their project finance applications for

multiple sectors under the umbrella of these initiatives.
